MacDonald, Lord Dunsany, C. S. Lewis, J. R. R. Tolkien, Ursula LeGuin,
Michael Ende and others. Readings may include such titles as
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Wardrobe, The Fellowship of the Rings, A Wizard of Earthsea, Out of the
